e Some of you may have noticed someone who appears to be suspicious at the intersection of CTH R and CTH KB. This person is our own DEO
Delebreau. Both DEOs have been assisting Brown County with a seatbelt campaign that has been going on since September 2016. We are
attempting to raise our seatbelt usage statewide and Brown County is a pilot program for this campaign. Some quick numbers on seatbelt
usage: Wisconsin — 86%, National Average — 88%, States Surrounding Wisconsin —90%+. We would like to get to a much higher percentage.
So if you have seen DEO Delebreau out there he has been recording seatbelt usage on a monthly basis. DEO Dzekute has just started a
seatbelt project that is being conducted at the high school. Students are volunteering to stand at the entrances to the parking lot both
before school and after school to remind people to wear their seatbelts. This will be a 3 week project and hopefully by week three we can
have everyone traveling in and out of the parking lot wearing their seatbelts.
