HEALTH AND SANITATION 11.01


11.01 HEALTH OFFICER: DUTIES AND POWERS. (1) GENERAL DUTIES: The Health Officer under the supervision of the District State Health Officer shall:

(a) Maintain continuous sanitary supervision over his territory.

(b) Promote the spread of information as to the causes, nature and prevention of prevalent diseases and the preservation and improvement of health.

(c) Enforce the health laws, rules and regulation of the State Department of Health and Social Services, the State and the Village including the laws relation to contagious diseases contained in ch. 143, Wis. Stats.

(d) Take steps necessary to secure prompt and full reports by physicians of communicable diseases and prompt and full registration of births and deaths.

(e) Keep and deliver to his successor a record of all his official acts.

(f) Make an annual report to the State Department of Health and Social Services, and to the Village Board and such other report as they may request.

(2) MATERIALS AND SUPPLIES. The Health Officer may procure at the expense of the Village all record books, quarantine cards and other material needed by the Board of Health, except such as are furnished by the State Department of Health and Social Services.

11.02   RULES AND REGULATIONS. The Health Officer and the Board of Health may make reasonable and general rules for the enforcement of the provisions of this chapter and for the prevention of the creation of health nuisances and the protection of the public health and welfare, and may where appropriate require the issuance of licenses and permits.  All such requirements when approved by the Village Board shall have the same effect as ordinances and any person violating any of such regulations and any lawful order of the Board shall be subject to a penalty as provided in sec. 25.04 of this Code. 

11.03   HEALTH NUISANCES, ABATEMENT OF. The Health Officer or the Board of Health may abate health nuisances in accordance with sec. 146.14, Wis. Stats., which is adopted by reference and made a part of this chapter as if fully set forth herein.

11.04   COMMUNICABLE DISEASES. Ch. 143, Wis. Stats., and Ch.H45, Wis. Adm. Code, are adopted by reference and made a part of this chapter and the Health Officer shall enforce the provisions thereof.
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11.05   REGULATION OF NUISANCE-TYPE BUSINESSES.  (1) PERMIT REQUIRED.  No person shall conduct within the Village any business which has a tendency to create a public nuisance, except upon permit issued by the Health Officer and subject to such conditions as he may impose.


(2) DEFINITION. A business which has a tendency to create a public nuisance is one which unless properly regulated may create conditions creating a public nuisance as defined in sec 10.02 of this Code.

(3) This section in enacted pursuant to sec. 66.052, Wis. Stats.

11.06  COMPULSORY CONNECTION TO SEWER AND WATER.  (1) NOTICE TO CONNECT.  Whenever sewer and water become available to any building used for human habitation, the Health Officer shall notify in writing the owner, agent or occupant thereof to connect there to all facilities required by the Health Officer.  If such person to whom the notice has been given shall fail to comply for more than 10 days after the notice, the Health Officer shall cause the necessary connections to be made and the expense thereof shall be assessed as a special tax against the property pursuant to sec. 144.06, Wis. Stats.

(2) ABATEMENT OF PRIVIES AND CESSPOOLS.  After connection to a water main and public sewer no privy, privy vault of cesspool shall be constructed or maintained upon such lot of parcel and shall be abated upon 10 days written notice for such abatement by Health Officer.  If not so abated, the Health Officer shall cause the same to be done and the cost thereof assessed as a special tax against the property.

(3) The Health Officer may extend the time for the connection hereunder or may grant other temporary relief where strict enforcement would work an unnecessary hardship without corresponding public or private benefit.

(4) Where sewer mains are not available, chemical toilets shall be used.  Not surface privy, cesspool or dry closet shall be constructed or maintained on any lot or parcel without a permit granted by the Health Officer.

11.07  DISCHARGE OF SURFACE WATERS INTO SANITARY SEWERS PROHIBITED.  No person shall cause, create, allow or permit any roof drain, surface drain, pipe, conduit, sump pump or any other object or thing used for the purpose of collecting, conducting, transporting, diverting, draining, or discharging clear waters from any part of the premises owned or occupied by such person to discharge into a sanitary sewer.

(a) No surface water may be discharged within 15 feet of curb line between November 1 and April 1.

11.08  KEEPING OF ANIMALS AND FOWL WITHIN THE LIMITS OF THE VILLAGE OF DENMARK, REGULATED. (Rep. & recr. #11.08 (A)  (1) 
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No horse, mule, donkey, pony, cow, goat, sheep, pig, rabbit, turkey, goose, chicken, nor any other fowl shall be kept within the Village.


(2) EXCEPTIONS.  This section shall not apply to animals kept on lands classified as agricultural, to any veterinary hospital or clinic.  


(3) ANIMALS TO BE CONFINED.  (a) No person shall suffer or permit any animal not prohibited from being kept within the Village by sub. (1) of this section to be at large within the Village.  Any animal shall be deemed at large when it shall be off the premises owned or rented by its owner unless crated, penned, caged, or under the control of a person by means of a chain, rope, cord, or leash of sufficient strength to control the actions of the animal, or such other personal attention as will reasonably control the conduct and actions of the animal.


(b) Any animal running at large, at any time, within the Village may be impounded in such place or places as the Village Board my provide and by such officer as the Village Board may or shall appoint, and no person shall willfully obstruct or prevent the apprehension or impounding of an animal running at large.  Such notices as provided by State law shall be given by the officer designated by the Village Board for the impounding of any animal running at large, and such officer may require, as condition for the release of any animal, the payment by the owner of such boarding fees as fixed by the Village Board.
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11.01 TITLE—Recycling Ordinance for the Village of Denmark, Brown County, Wisconsin

11.02 PURPOSE—The purpose of this ordinance is to promote recycling, posting, and resource recovery through the administration of an effective recycling program, as provided is s.159.11, Wis Stats. and Chapter NR 544, Wis. Administrative Code and to regulate the collection and disposal of solid waste in the Village of Denmark.

11.03 STATUTORY AUTHORITY—This ordinance is adopted as authorized under s. 159.09 (3) (b) and 61.34, Wis Stats.

11.04 ABROGATION AND GREATER RESTRICTIONS—It is not intended by this ordinance to repeal, abrogate, annul, impair or interfere with any existing rules, regulations, ordinances or permits previously adopted or issued pursuant to law.  However, whenever this ordinance imposes greater restrictions, the provisions of this ordinance shall apply.

11.05 INTERPRETATION--In their interpretation and application, the provisions of this ordinance shall be held to be the minimum requirements and shall not be deemed a limitation or repeal of any other power granted by the Wisconsin statutes. Where any terms or requirements of this ordinance may be inconsistent or conflicting, the more restrictive requirements or interpretation shall apply. Where a provision of this ordinance is required by Wisconsin statutes, or by a standard in Chapter 544, Wisconsin Administrative Code, and where the ordinance provision is unclear, the provision shall be interpreted in light of the Wisconsin statutes and the Chapter NR 544 standards in effect on the date of the adoption of this ordinance, or in effect on the date of the most recent text amendment to this ordinance.
11.06 SEVERABILITY--Should any portion of this ordinance be declared unconstitutional or invalid by a court of competent jurisdiction, the remainder of this ordinance shall not be affected.

11.07 APPLICABILITY--The requirements of this ordinance apply to all persons within the village of Denmark, Brown County, Wisconsin.
11.08 ADMINISTRATION--The provisions of this ordinance shall be administered by the village Board of the village of Denmark, Brown County, Wisconsin.
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11.09 EFFECTIVE DATE--The provisions of this ordinance shall take effect on _____, 1994.
11.010 DEFINITIONS--For the purpose of this ordinance:
(1)
"Bi-metal container" means a container for carbonated or malt beverages that is made primarily of a combination of steel and aluminum.

(2)
“Container board” means corrugated paperboard used in the manufacture of shipping containers am related products.

(3)
"Foam polystyrene packaging" means packaging made primarily from foam polystyrene that satisfies one of the following criteria:

(a) Is designed for serving food or beverage.

(b) Consists of loose particles intended to fill space and cushion the packaged article in a shipping container.

(c) Consists of rigid materials shaped to hold and cushion the packaged article in a shipping container.

(4)
“HPDE” means high density polyethylene labeled code # 2.

(5)
“LPDE” means low density polyethylene labeled code # 4.

(6)
“Magazines” means magazines and other materials printed on similar paper.

(7)
“Major appliance” means a residential or commercial air conditioner, clothes dryer, clothes washer, dishwasher, freezer, microwave oven, oven, refrigerator or stove.

(8)
“Multiple-family dwelling” means a property containing 5 or more residential units, including those that are occupied seasonally.

(9)
“Newspaper” means a newspaper and other materials printed on newsprint.

(10)
“Non residential facilities and properties” means commercial, retail, industrial, institutional and governmental facilities and properties.  This term does not include multiple family dwellings.

(11)
“Office Paper” means high grade printing and writing papers from offices in non-residential facilities and properties.

(12)
“Other resins or multiple resins” means plastic resins labeled code # 7.
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(13)
“Person” includes any individual, corporation, partnership, association, local government unit as defined in Wis Stats 66.299 (1) (a), state agency or authority or federal agency.

(14)
“PETE” means polyethylene terephthalate labeled code #1.

(15)
“Plastic container” means an individual, separate, rigid, plastic bottle, can, jar, or carton, except for a blister pack, that is originally used to contain a product that is the subject of a retail sale.

(16)
“Post consumer waste” means solid waste other than solid waste generated in the production of goods, hazardous waste, as defined in Wis Stats. 144.61 (5), waste from construction and demolition of structures, scrap automobiles, or high volume industrial waste as defined in Wis. Stats. 144.44 (7) (a) 1.

(17)
“PP” means polypropylene labeled code # 5.

(18)
“PS” means polystyrene labeled code # 6.

(19) “PVC” means polyvinyl chloride labeled code # 3.

(20) "Recyclable materials" includes lead acid batteries, major appliances, waste oil, yard waste, aluminum containers, corrugated paper or other container board, foam polystyrene packaging, glass containers, magazines, office paper rigid plastic containers including those made of PETE, HDPE, PVC, LPDE, PP, PS and other resins or multiple resins, steel containers, waste tires and bi-metal containers.
(21) "Recycling center" means the Village of Denmark Recycling Center Facility.
(22) "Solid waste" has the meaning specified in Wis.144.43(5).
(23) "Solid waste facility" has the meaning specified in Wis. Stats. 144.43(5).
(24) "Solid waste treatment" means any method, technique or process which is designed to change the physical, chemical or biological character or composition of solid waste. Treatment includes incineration.
(25) "Waste tire" means a tire that is no longer suitable for its original purpose because of wear, damage or defect.
(26) "Yard waste" means leaves, grass clippings, yard and garden debris, including woody vegetative matter no greater than 6 inches in diameter. This term does not include stumps, roots or shrubs with intact root balls.
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11.011 SEPARATION OF RECYCLABLE MATERIALS--Occupants of single family and 2 to 4 unit residences, multiple-family dwellings and non-residential facilities and properties shall separate the following materials from post consumer waste unless otherwise directed by the Village of Denmark Village Board:

(1) Lead acid batteries 

(2) Major appliances 

(3) Waste oil 

(4) Yard wastes 

(5) Aluminum containers 

(6) Bi-metal containers 

(7) Corrugated paper or other container board 

(8) Foam polystyrene packaging 

(9) Glass containers 

(10) Magazines 

(11) Newspapers 

(12) Office paper 

(13) Rigid plastic containers made of PETE, HPDE/ PVC, LPDE, PP, PS, and other resins or multiple resins. 

(14) Steel containers 

(15) Waste tires
11.12
SEPARATION REQUIREMENTS EXEMPTED--  Unless otherwise directed by the Village of Denmark Village Board the separation requirements of 11.11 do no apply to the following:

(1) Occupants of single family and 2 to 4 unit residences, multiple-family dwellings and non-residential facilities and properties that send their post consumer waste to a processing licensed by the Wis. Dept. of Natural Resources that recovers materials specified in 11.11 from solid waste in as pure a form as in technically feasible.

(2) Solid waste which is burned as a supplemental fuel at a facility if less than 30% of the heat input to the facility is derived from the solid waste burned as supplemental fuel.

(3) A recyclable material specified in 11.11 (5) through (14) for which a variance has been granted by the Department of Natural Resources under Wis. Stats. 159.11 (2m) or Wis. Administrative Code Nr544.14.

11.012 CARE OF SEPARATED RECYCLABLE MATERIALS.  To the greatest extent practicable, the recyclable materials separated in accordance with 11.11 shall be clean and kept free of contaminants such as food or product residue, oil or grease, or other non-recyclable materials, including but not limited to household hazardous waste, medical waste, and agricultural chemical containers.  Recyclable
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materials shall be stored in a manner which protects them from wind, rain, snow and other inclement weather conditions.

11.14
MANAGEMENT OF LEAD ACID BATTERIES, MAJOR APPLIANCES, WASTE OIL AND YARD WASTE.—Occupants of single family and 2 to 4 unit residences, multiple-family dwellings and non-residential facilities and properties shall manage lead acid batteries, major appliances, waste oil and yard waste as follows unless otherwise directed by the Village of Denmark Village Board:

(1)
LEAD ACID BATTERIES shall be returned to the retailer or scrap yards who may charge a fee for the collection of batteries.  Fees are to be paid by the owner of the battery.

(2)
MAJOR APPLIANCES shall be delivered at the owner’s expense to authorized scrap yards or the Brown County Landfill.

(3)
WASTE OIL shall not be disposed off by placing it with refuse for regular collection, by pouring it on the ground, in ditches or waterways.  Any person wishing to dispose of waste oil shall deliver it to authorized recycling sites.

(4)
YARD WASTE including grass, leaves, garden debris and shrubbery cuttings shall not be disposed of by placing it with rubbish. All yard waste shall be recycled on the site where it was produced.

11.15
MANDATORY RECYCLING AND PREPARATION OF RECYCLABLE MATERIALS.
(1)
Except as otherwise indicated by the village of Denmark village Board, occupants of single family, and 2 to 4 unit residences shall do the following for the preparation and mandatory recycling of the separated materials specified in 11.11 (5) through (14). The following materials shall be placed in designated bins at the village of Denmark Recycling Center. Specific instructions for each recyclable follow:

(a)
MIXED CORRUGATED, NEWSPAPERS, MAGAZINES AND OFFICE WASTE shall be clean and dry--free of food residue or restroom wastes. Tissue products (toilet tissue or facial tissue) and wax coated paper shall not be included. Remove plastic or wax liners from corrugated boxes. Flatten all boxes to save space. All materials should be bundled or contained so as to prevent littering. Mixed papers can be placed in bags, boxes or bundles.

(b)
GLASS BOTTLES AND JARS 
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Remove foil caps, lids, rings, foil labels and place them in rubbish. Paper labels can stay on. Rinse the bottles and jars to remove food residue. Remove any metal, rubber or wood parts. Designated bins will require separation of glass by color.

(c)
PLASTIC CONTAINERS 

Identify the recycling code on the bottom of each container. Unless otherwise directed by the village Board of the village of Denmark, only plastic with recycling codes of l or 2 are accepted. Remove caps, rings, pumps, lids, and detachable handles and place in rubbish. Rinse the containers to remove any residue. Paper labels can remain on the container. Flatten the containers to save space.

(d)
ALUMINUM AND TIN OR STEEL CANS 

Remove paper labels and any non-metal parts and place in rubbish. Rinse can to remove residue. Flatten all cans.

(e) PVC RIGID PLASTIC CONTAINER.

Beginning on Jan 1, 1995 rigid plastic containers made of PVC will be recycled.  Remove any labels and caps.  Rinse to remove any residue and deposit with other commingled recyclables.

The Village of Denmark prohibits, unless specifically exempted by this ordinance or by order of the Village Board of the Village of Denmark certain waste from being placed in any type solid waste containers or receptacles in the Village of Denmark for any solid waste removal and for any later disposal, storage, treatment or recycling, namely:

(3)
ANTISCAVENGING OR UNLAWFUL REMOVAL OF RECEPTACLE.

It shall be unlawful for any person unless under contract with the Village of Denmark to collect or remove any recyclable material that has been deposited or placed at the Village of Denmark Recycling Center or in a container adjacent to a home or non-residential building for the purpose of collecting for recycling.

(4)
NO DUMPING.  It shall be unlawful for any person to dispose of or dump garbage in any street, alley or public place within the Village of Denmark or to dispose of any garbage in any receptacle on private property.

(5)
BURNING. Burning shall be permitted only of clean wood and paper products.

(6)
GARBAGE FROM OUTSIDE village of Denmark. It shall be unlawful to bring refuse for disposal and recyclables from outside the limits of the village of Denmark into the village except for recyclables received at the village of Denmark Recycling Center per the Agreement with the Town of New Denmark.

(7)
HAULER RESTRICTIONS. Haulers may not dispose of in a landfill any recyclable materials generated in the village of Denmark that have been separated for recycling. Haulers shall not mix glass, metals and plastics with paper during collection and transport and shall maintain materials in a marketable condition.
(8)
RIGHT TO REJECT MATERIALS. All solid waste collected by the village shall be placed in clear plastic bags for pick up. The village has the right to reject or leave at the premises any solid waste if it contains recyclable materials or materials prohibited in Section 11.15(3}. In such cases, the village shall provide written notice to the generator of the materials about the reasons for rejecting the materials. The village will prepare a quarterly report of incidents where solid waste was not pick up. The report is to include the date, name and address of the residence where the waste was rejected and type of waste.
(9)
HAULER LICENSING. Haulers who collect solid waste or recyclables in the village of Denmark shall obtain necessary municipal and state permits, licenses and approvals prior to collecting any materials in the village of Denmark.

(10) REPORTING REQUIREMENTS. The haulers operating in the village of Denmark are required to maintain records and provide a monthly report in writing to the village Clerk, unless otherwise determined by the village
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Clerk. The reports shall include 1) the amount of solid waste and recyclables collected, 2) the dates of the collections 3) the final disposal location of solid waste, commingled recyclables and paper products. Failure to report shall be cause for the village of Denmark to sever any contract with the hauler.
(11)
OWNERSHIP OF RECYCLABLES AND REFUSE. Recyclable materials and refuse, upon placement at the village of Denmark Recycling Center, shall become the property of the village of Denmark.
(12)
EXEMPTIONS. The village Board of the village of Denmark reserves the right to designate additional solid waste materials as recyclable or currently collected materials as no longer recyclable in accordance with state law and to either add or delete them from any collection services provided by the municipality or its contractors.  The municipality shall provide written notice to its service recipients of this declaration.

(13)
COLLECTION SCHEDULE.  The Village of Denmark shall establish the time of collection of solid waste and the hours for the Denmark Recycling Center.  The clerk shall publish and post the written notice of the collection schedule and the hours for the Recycling Center at least once each year and at any time when the collection schedule or hours are changed.

(14) SPECIFIED CONTAINERS.

A) Solid waste shall be placed in clear plastic bags for pick up.

B) Recyclables shall be placed in the designated bins at the Denmark Recycling Center.

C) All solid waste for collection by the Village shall be placed as herein required at the collection point no sooner than 24 hours prior to the regularly scheduled collection time or be allowed to remain at the curb no longer than 12 hours thereafter.

(15)
PLACEMENT OF SOLID WASTE FOR COLLECTION.  Except as otherwise specifically directed or authorized by the Village Board of the Village of Denmark solid waste shall be placed at the curb line or mail box adjacent to the premises owned or occupied by the person, of the street designated in the published collection schedule for collection.  Materials shall be placed out for collection according to the scheduled days established and published by the Village of Denmark.
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(16)
SPECIAL MATERIALS. Residents shall contact the Village of Denmark or the hauler when they have couches and bulky items and arrangements for collection will be made.  Construction material from household remodeling or repair shall be the responsibility of the owner.  Special containers are available from the hauler for a fee.  Landfill charges are to be paid for by owner.

11.16
RESPONSIBILITY OF OWNERS OR DESIGNATED AGENTS OF MULTIPLE-FAMILY DWELLINGS.
(1)
Owners or designated agents of multiple-family dwellings shall do all of the following for recycling the materials specified in s. 11.11 (5) through (14):
(a) Provide adequate, separate containers for recyclable materials.

(b) Notify tenants in writing at the time of renting or leasing the dwelling and at least semi-annually thereafter about the established recycling program.
(c) Provide for the collection of the materials separated from the solid waste by the tenants and the delivery of the materials to the Denmark Recycling Center.

(d) Notify tenants of reasons to reduce and recycle solid waste, which materials are collected, how to prepare the materials in order to meet the processing requirements, collection methods or sites, locations and hours of operation, and a contact person or company, including a name, address and telephone number.

(2)
The requirements specified in (1) do not apply to the owners or designated agents of multiple-family dwellings if the postconsumer waste generated within the dwelling is treated at a processing facility licensed by the Department of Natural Resources that recovers for recycling the materials specified in s 11.11(5) through (14) from solid waste in as pure a form as is technically feasible.
11.17
RESPONSIBILITIES OF OWNERS OR DESIGNATED AGENTS OF NON-RESIDENTIAL FACILITIES AND PROPERTIES.
(1)
Owners or designate agents of non-residential facilities and properties shall do all of the following for recycling the materials specified in s. 11.11(5) through (14):

(a) Provide adequate, separate containers for the recyclable material.
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(b)
Notify in writing, at least semi-annually, all users, tenants and occupants of the properties about the established recycling program.

(c)
Provide for the collection of the materials separated from the solid waste by the users, tenants and occupants and the delivery of the materials to the Denmark Recycling Center.

(d)
Notify users, tenants and occupants of reasons to reduce and recycle, which materials are collected, how to prepare materials in order to meet the processing requirements, collection methods or site, locations and hours of operation, and a contact person or company, including a name, address and telephone number.

(2)
The requirements specified in (1) above do not apply to the owner or designated agents of non-residential facilities and properties if the post consumer waste generated within the facility or property is treated at a processing facility licensed by the Department of Natural Resources that recovers for recycling the materials specified in s. 11.11 (5) through (14) from solid waste in as pure a form as is technically feasible. 

11.18
PROHIBITIONS ON DISPOSAL OF RECYCLABLE MATERIALS.  No person may dispose of in a solid waste disposal facility or burn in a solid waste treatment facility any of the materials specified in s. 11.11 (5) through (14) which have been separated for recycling, except waste tires may be burned with energy recovery in a solid waste treatment facility.

11.19
ENFORCEMENT.
(1) Any authorized officer, employee or representative of the Village of Denmark, Brown County, Wisconsin may inspect recyclable materials separated for recycling, post consumer waste intended for disposal, collection site and facilities, collection vehicles, collection areas of multiple family dwellings and non-residential facilities and properties, solid waste disposal facilities and solid waste treatment facilities, and any records relating to recycling activities, for the purpose of ascertaining compliance with the provisions of this ordinance.  No person may refuse access to any authorized officer, employee or authorized representative to The Village of Denmark, Brown County, Wisconsin, who requests access for purposes of inspection, and who presents appropriate credentials.  No person may obstruct, hamper, or interfere with such an inspection.

(2) Any person who violates a provision of this ordinance may be issued a citation by The Village of Denmark to collect forfeitures.  The issuance of a citation shall not preclude proceeding under any other ordinances or law relating to the same or any other matter.  Proceeding under any other 
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ordinances or law relating to the same or any other matter shall not preclude the issuance of a citation under this paragraph.  

(3) Penalties for violating this ordinance may be assessed as follows:

(a) any person who violates s. 11.19 may be required to forfeit $50 for first violation, $200 for a second violation, and not more than $2000 for a third or subsequent violation.

(b) Any person who violated a provision of this ordinance except s. 11.19 may be required to forfeit not less than $10 nor more than $1000 for each violation.

11.10 PENALTY. Any person who shall violate any provision of this chapter shall be subject to a penalty as provided in sec 25.04 of this Municipal Code.

11.11 DOGS, KEEPING IN RESIDENTIAL AREAS.
(1) PURPOSE. The keeping of a large number of dogs in a residential district for a considerable period of time detracts from and, in may instances, is detrimental to the healthful and comfortable life for which such areas were created.  The keeping of a large number of dogs is, therefore, declared to be a public nuisance.

(2)
DEFINITIONS.
(a) Dog.  Dog means any canine, regardless of age or sex. 

(b) Residential Lot.  Residential lot means a parcel of land zoned as residential, occupied or to be occupied by a dwelling, platted or unplatted, and under common ownership.  For the purpose of this section, any vacant parcel or parcels adjoining a dwelling and under the same ownership shall constitute one lot.  

(3) NUMBER OF DOGS LIMITED.  (1)  No family shall own, harbor or keep in its possession more than 2 dogs on any residentially zoned lot without prior approval of the Village Board except that a litter of pups or a portion of a littler may be kept for not more than 8 weeks from birth.  If more than one family resides on a residential lot, then only 2 dogs shall be allowed on the residential lot unless the prior approval is obtained

from the Village Board.  For the purpose of this section, the term “family” shall be defined as one or more persons.

(b) The above requirement may be waived with the approval of the Village Board.  Such application for waiver shall first be made to the Chairman of the Village Board Committee of the Board of Health who shall then refer the request to the entire Committee for the Board of Health and after deliberation on such application, the Board of Health Committee shall forward the matter to the Village Board for its action.
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(4) LICENSING OF DOGS.  (a)  In keeping with Wisconsin State Statute 174.05 (2) and (3) relating to the licensing and tagging of dogs there is hereby imposed a Village dog license tax, payable to the Village Clerk/Treasurer which includes a dog license tax imposed under Section 174.05 (2) and (3), Wis. Stats. and it shall be unlawful for any person in the Village to own, harbor or keep any dog without listing, licensing and tagging for the same.  An annual dog license tax shall be paid in the amount of:

1. $5.00 for spayed or neutered dog

2. $10.00 for others.

3. One-half the license tax for dogs becoming 5 months of age after July 1.

(b) Lost License Tag. In the event that a metallic license tag issued for a dog is lost, the owner may obtain a duplicate tag from the Village Clerk upon the payment of $4.30.

(5)  MANNER OF KEEPING.  Section 11.11 (6) shall govern the keeping of dogs.

(6) KENNELS.  Where kennels are permitted, no kennel shall be located closer than 100 feet to the boundary of the nearest adjacent residential lot.

(7) ANIMALS TO BE CONFINED.  (1) No person shall permit any animal (including fowl) of which he is the owner or custodian, to be at large within the Village.  Any animal shall be deemed to be at large when it is off the premises owned or leased by its owner unless crated, penned or under the control of a person able to control the animal by means of a leash of sufficient strength to control the action of the animal, or such other personal attention as will reasonable control the conduct and actions of the animal.

(2) No person shall permit any animal (including fowl) of which he is the owner or custodian to be left unattended within 5’ of a public right-of-way.

(a) Such public rights-of-way include but are not limited to, sidewalks, streets, alleys and parking lots.

(b) Unattended animals shall include those animals which are crated, penned, or leashed but which are without personal supervision or control sufficient to properly restrain the animal.

(8) No person who has custody of a dog, cat or other animal shall walk or escort such animal off the property of the owner or custodian unless the person is in possession of equipment to clean up any defecation which may be deposited by such animal.

(9) PENALTY.  Any person who shall violate any provision of this Ordinance shall be subject to a penalty as provided in Section 25.04 of the Denmark Municipal Code.
