TRAFFIC CODE 7.01

7.01 STATE TRAFFIC LAWS ADOPTED. Except as otherwise specifically provided in this chapter, the statutory provisions or rules of the Department of Transportation in Chs. 340 to 348, Wis. Stats., describing and defining regulations with respect to vehicles and traffic, exclusive of any provisions therein for which the statutory penalty is a fine or term of imprisonment, are hereby adopted and by reference made a part of this chapter as if fully set forth herein.  Any act required to be performed or prohibited by any statute or rules of the Department of Transportation incorporated herein by reference is required or prohibited by this chapter.  Any future amendments, revisions or modifications of the statutes or rules of the Department of Transportation incorporated herein are intended to be made part of this chapter in order to secure uniform statewide regulations of traffic on the highways, streets and alleys of Wisconsin.


7.02 ARTERIAL HIGHWAYS.  The following streets are designated arteries for through traffic:

(1)
All of former U.S. Highway 141 as it passes through the Village and consisting of the following main streets:

(a)
Green Bay Road from the westerly Village limits to its intersection with Main Street.

(b)
Main Street from its intersection with Green bay Road to intersection with Wisconsin Avenue.

(c)
Wisconsin Avenue from its intersection with Main Street to the southerly Village Limits.


(2)
State Trunk Highway 96 from its intersection with County Trunk T and Wisconsin Avenue and Main Street to the westerly Village limits.


(3)
North Wall Street from the intersection of Main Street and Wisconsin Avenue with North Wall Street, north to the north Village limits.


(4)
Jorgensen Street from its intersection with Green Bay Road, north through the intersection of Maple Street.


(5)
Kellner Street and South Wall Street from the intersection with Wisconsin Avenue south to the southerly Village limits.


(6)
Woodrow Street from the intersection of Green Bay Road to its northerly termination.


7.03 ONE-WAY STREETS.  The following streets are designated one-way streets and no vehicle shall travel in any direction thereon except as indicated:
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(1)
Kellner Street and South Wall Street from Wisconsin Avenue to a point 49 feet north of intersection of Grand Avenue.


(2)
Hansen Street from North Wall east to the west corner of Lee Street.


7.04 PARKING RESTRICTION.  (1) PARKING, STANDING AND STOPPING.  The authority to regulate the parking, standing and stopping of vehicles in delegated to the Chief of Police, pursuant to sec. 349.13, Wis. Stats., subject to control of the Village Board.


(2)
NIGHTTIME PARKING PROHIBITED.  No person shall park any vehicle between 1:00 AM and 6:00 AM from November 1 to April 1, except physicians on emergency calls, on any Village Street.

(a)
No person shall park any vehicle between 3:00 A.M. and 5:00 A.M. without a permit from the Village on the Village of Denmark Central Business District Parking Lot


(3)
PARKING PROHIBITED.  No person shall park any vehicle in any of the following locations within the Village:

(a)
On either side of Grand Avenue from the intersection of Grand Avenue and Wisconsin Avenue east and west 150 feet and south side of Grand Avenue.

(b)
On the north side of the DePere Road (State Trunk Highway 96) from the intersection of the DePere Road with Main Street to the intersection of DePere road and Hershman Avenue.


(4)
TWO-HOUR PARKING.  No person shall park any vehicle for longer than 2 hours at any time between 6:00 A.M. and 6:00 P.M. on the following streets:

(a)
On south side of the Green Bay Road from the intersection of St. Claude Street to the intersection of Main Street with the DePere Road.

(b)
On either side of Main Street from the intersection with the DePere Road and Green Bay Road to the intersection of North Wall Street.

(c)
On either side of Wisconsin Avenue from North Wall Street and Main Street to the intersection with Prospect Street.

(d)
On the south side of the DePere Road from the intersection of Main Street and the Green Bay Road to Hershman Avenue.
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(5)
FIVE-MINUTE PARKING.  No person shall park any vehicle in front of the Post Office Building for longer than 5 minutes between 6:00 A.M. and 6:00 P.M.


(6)
PARKING VEHICLES FOR SALE PROHIBITED.  No person shall park any vehicle displayed for sale upon any street in the Village.


(7)
ADDITIONAL PARKING RESTRICTIONS.  No person shall park any vehicle in any of the following places:

(a) In a loading zone

(b) In an alley in the Business District

(c) Within 15 feet of the driveway entrance to a fire station or directly across the street from such entrance. 

(d) Within 10 feet of a fire hydrant unless a greater distance is indicated by an official traffic sign.

(e) In front of a private driveway or alley.

(f) Upon the near side of the street adjacent to a school during the hours of 7:30 a.m. to 4:30 p.m. during school days.

(g) On a street adjacent to the entrance of a school, church, theater or any other place of public assemblage during the hours designated by an official sign.

(h) Closer than 2 feet to another vehicle when parked parallel to the edge of the street.

(i) Closer than 15 feet to the nearest limits of a crosswalk.

(j) STREET STORAGE PROHIBITED. No person shall park any vehicle on any street, roadway, highway, or alley within the Village at any time for more than 48 continuous hours without movement.  Movement is defined as leaving the parking area completely.

(k) SEMI TRAILERS. The parking of any semi trailers, camping trailers, or trailers that are not attached to a truck tractor, road tractor, farm tractor, motor trucks are prohibited on all streets, roadways and highways in the Village.  Motor homes and
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recreation vehicles may not be parked on any street in the Village for more tan 48 continuous horse without movement.

(l) PARKING FOR REPAIRS.  No repair to motor vehicles of any nature or of trailers capable of being attached to motor vehicles shall be conducted on the streets of the Village except for emergency repairs.

(m) TRUCK PARKING IN RESIDENTIAL/COMMERCIAL AREAS

a. No person shall stop, leave standing or store a semi-trailer or semi-tractor in a residential area.

b. No person shall stop, leave standing or store a semi-trailer or semi-tractor in a commercial or business area except when engaged in unloading/loading or rendering a service to a commercial venture within the immediate area

(n) 
THE FOLLOWING TRUCKS ARE EXPRESSLY PROHIBITED from Parking at any time for more than 48 continuous hours without movement in Residential areas:

· Vehicles requiring a license, which exceeds 10,000 lbs.

· Vehicles equipped or sued for auto salvage, commonly referred to as a wrecker.

· No trailer requiring a license to be operated on the highways, streets or roadways in the State.

· No vehicle requiring an apportioned license.

· Fishing boats, trailers, recreational vehicles or truck trailers longer than 48 feet.

(o) 
PENALTY FOR VIOLATION. Violations of this section shall result in $20 parking ticket.

(p) 
PARKING IN PARKWAYS. No vehicle shall be parked in any unpaved parkways (the area between the Village right-of-way and the traveled portion of the road).

(q) 
TRAILER PARKING

a. Prohibited. Except as provided herein, no person shall park a trailer on any street, alley highway or road, or any other public place, or on any privately owner tract of land within the Village.
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b. Trailer Defined. Any coach, cabin, mobile home, recreational vehicle or other vehicle or structure intended for or capable of human dwelling or sleeping purposes, mounted upon wheels or supports or capable of being moved.

(r) VEHICLES EXEMPT. This section shall not apply to vehicles owned by federal or State governments or political subdivisions thereof, when actually engaged in governmental functions.

7.05  LEAVING KEYS IN IGNITION PROHIBITED.  No person shall permit a motor vehicle in his custody to stand or remain unattended on any street, alley or in any other public place except an attended parking area, unless the starting lever, throttle, steering apparatus, gear shift or ignition of said vehicle is locked and the key removed.

7.06  OFFICIAL TRAFFIC SIGNS AND SIGNALS.  The Street Superintendent shall obtain, erect and maintain appropriate standard traffics signs, signals and markings conforming to the rules of the State Department of Transportation giving such notice of sections 7.02 through 7.04, as shall be required by State law. 

7.07  BICYCLES, REGISTRATION AND OPERATION. 

(1) REGISTRATION. 

(a) A bicycle is every device propelled by human power upon which any person may ride, having 2 tandem wheels over 16 inches in diameter with tires inflated.

(b) No bicycle shall be operated upon any of the streets of the Village without having a registration tag therefore, and unless said bicycle is properly registered and has displayed thereon its registration.  Registrations tags shall be provided by the Village.

(c) Duplicate applications for registration shall be made by the owner to the Chief of Police on forms provided by the Village.  Said applications shall contain name, age, address of the owner, and parents’ name, a description of the bicycle including the serial number thereof, and if said bicycle has no serial number, the Chief of Police shall assign one to it.  Said application shall contain such other information as the Village shall deem pertinent.

(d) Upon such application and payment of the registration fee of $1.00, the Police Department shall issue to the applicant a registrations tag for said bicycle which shall be effective for 2 years, and shall permit such bicycle to be operated upon the streets and highways of the Village as herein 
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provided.  The Village shall keep a record of the dates of issuance of such registration tag, to whom issued and the number thereof.  A copy of said application shall be kept on record or filed in the office of the Village Clerk and duplicate filed with the County Sheriff-Traffic Department, or such other places as the Village Board may designate.

(e) No bicycle shall be considered registered until a registration tag shall be affixed to the frame of such bicycle, which shall remain so affixed until re-registration, or until removed by the Municipal Justice for cause.

(f) Every person who transfers the title of any bicycle shall endorse upon the back of the registration card on the form there provided, the name and address of the buyer, the date of the transfer and the name of the seller. The new owner of such bicycle shall apply for transfer of registration thereof within 7 days of such transfer.  A fee of $.25 shall be paid for the registration of such transfer, said fee shall be paid by the transferee making such application.

(g) In the event of dismantling or bicycle being taken out of operation, the registered owner shall return the tags to the Police Department.

(2) REGULATIONS ON BICYCLE OPERATIONS.  (a) No person may operate a bicycle upon a highway, bicycle lane or bicycle way during hours of darkness unless such bicycle is equipped with or the operator is wearing a lamp emitting a white light visible from a distance of at least 500 feet to the front of such bicycle.  Such bicycle shall also be equipped with a red reflector that has a diameter of at least 2 inches of surface area on the rear so mounted and maintained as to be visible from all distances from 50 to 500 feet to the rear when directly in front of lawful upper beams of headlamps on a motor vehicle.  A lamp emitting a red light visible from a distance of 500 feet to the rear may be used in addition to but not in lieu of the red reflector. (Rep. & recr. 5-12-76)

(b) Every bicycle shall be equipped with a bell or similar device shall sound a reasonable warning to the other users of the highway.

(c) No person riding upon a bicycle shall cling or attach himself or his bicycle to any moving vehicle.

(d) The operator of a bicycle shall not carry another person on the bicycle when in operation, nor shall the operator of any bicycle tow or draw any coaster, sled, person on roller skates, toy vehicle or any other similar article or vehicle, except in pursuit of a business venture.
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(e) No person operating a bicycle shall participate in any race, speed or endurance contest with any other moving vehicle on a Village street or highway.

(f) Periodic checks of bicycle shall be made at specified locations for the purpose of:

1. Handling control, safe operation.

2. Mechanical Condition

(g) No rider of a bicycle shall practice any fancy or acrobatic riding or stunts while operating such bicycle.

(h) The rider of a bicycle shall ride as near as practicable to the right-hand curb or edge of the roadway except when passing another vehicle or in making a left-hand turn at an intersection and when riding in groups, shall ride in single file, unless it is unavoidable.

(i) No bicycles shall be parked upon any sidewalk area or upon any roadway in such a manner as to interfere with free passage of the public.

(j) All bicycles shall stop for arterial highway signs and automatic traffic signals.

(k) The use of any sidewalk within the Village for the riding of a bicycle is permitted, provided the rider shall, when meeting or passing a pedestrian, dismount from such bicycle as a distance of not less than 10 feet from such pedestrian, and shall not mount bicycle until having passes such pedestrian. 

(l) Bicycles which are not mechanically safe shall not be operated on the streets or highways of the Village and license suspensions shall be made automatically.

(m) No person operating a bicycle shall carry any package, bundle or article which prevents the rider from keeping at least one hand upon the handlebars.

(3) PENALTY, BICYCLE VIOLATION.  Any person who shall violate any of the provisions of this section shall be subject to the following penalties:

(a) Suspension of the registration tags of said bicycle for first offense, 30 days; second offense, 60 days; and third offense, 90 days.
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(b) For flagrant or habitual violations, said persons may be arrested and prosecuted and shall be subject to a forfeiture of not less than $10.00 nor more than $100.00, and default of payment thereof be imprisoned. 

(c) Repeat violators shall be required to attend safety lectures at prescribed locations.  These lectures shall be handled by an officer of the County Sheriff-Traffic Department designated for this purpose.

(d) Violators shall be required to write the Bicycle rules and regulations as designated.

7.08 PENALTIES. The penalty for violations of any provisions of this chapter shall be forfeiture as hereafter provided together with costs under sec. 345.27, Wis. Stats.

(1) STATE FORFEITRE STATUTES.  Forfeitures for violations of secs. 7.340.01 to 7.348.28 shall conform to the forfeiter permitted to be imposed for violation of the statues adopted by reference, including any variations or increases for subsequent offenses. 

(2) STATE FINE STATUTES. The forfeiture for violation of any statute adopted by reference hereunder for which the penalty is a fine shall not exceed the maximum fine permitted under such statute.

(3) LOCAL REGULATIONS. The penalty for violations of secs. 7.02 through 7.07 of this chapter shall be as provided in sec. 25.04 of this Municipal Code, provided any person who whom a ticket has been issued for a non-moving violation may settle the Village’s claim by paying to the Village the amount shown thereon within 5 days.

7.09 ENFORCEMENT. (1) ENFORCEMENT PROCEDURE. This chapter shall be enforced according to sec. 66.12, Chapter 300 and secs. 345.20 to 345.33, Wis. Stats.

(2) DEPOSIT. Any person arrested for a violation of this chapter may make a deposit of money as directed by the arresting officer at the police station or at the office of the Clerk of Court or by mailing the deposit to such places.  The arresting officer or the person receiving the deposit shall comply with sec. 343.27, Wis. Stats., or, if the deposit is mailed, the signed statement required under sec. 343.27 shall be mailed with the deposit.  The arresting officer or the person receiving the deposit shall notify the arrested person, orally or in writing, that:

(a) If he fails to appear in court at the time fixed in the citation, he will be deemed to have tendered a plea of no contest and submitted to a forfeiture plus costs not to exceed the amount of the deposit; or
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(b) If he fails to appear in court at the time fixed in the citation and if the court does not accept the deposit as a forfeiter, he will be summoned into court to answer the complaint.

The amount of the deposit shall be determined in accordance with the deposit schedule established by the Board of County Judges.  The deposit shall include court costs and suit tax.

The arresting officer or the person receiving the deposit shall issue the arrested person a receipt therefore as required by sec. 345.26(3)(b).

(c) If a deposit schedule has not been established, the arresting officer shall require the alleged offender to deposit not less than the maximum forfeiture permitted under this ordinance.

(3) STIPULATION OF NO CONTEST. Any person charged with a violation of this chapter except 7.346.62(1) and 7.346.63(1) may make a stipulation of no contest pursuant to 345.27, Wis. Stats., which must be received at the office of the police department or Clerk or Court within 10 days of the date of alleged violation.  Such person shall at the time of entering into the stipulation make the deposit required under sub. (2), if he has not already done so.  A person who has mailed of filed a stipulation under this subsection may, however, appear in court on the appearance date and may be relieved from the stipulation for cause shown as required in 345.37, Wis. Stats.
