STREET AND SIDEWALK GRADES.  (1) ESTABLISHMENT.  The grade of all streets, alleys and sidewalks shall be established by the Public Works Committee and recorded by the Village Clerk in his office.  No street, alley, or sidewalk shall be worked until the grade thereof is established.


(2)
ALTERATION OF GRADE PROHIBITED.  No person shall alter the grade of any street, alley, sidewalk or public ground or any part thereof in the Village unless authorized to do so by the Village Board or the Public Works Committee.  All such alterations of grade shall be recorded in the office of the Village Clerk, by the Village Clerk or the officer authorizing the alteration.

SIDEWALK CONSTRUCTION AND REPAIR.  
(1)
REMOVAL OF RUBBISH AND DIRT FROM SIDEWALK.  No owner or occupant shall allow the sidewalk abutting on their premises to be littered with rubbish, dirt or weeds.  If such owner or occupant shall refuse or fail to remove any such rubbish, dirt or weeds when notified to do so by the Village Administrator, the Village Clerk/Treasurer or their designee, the same may cause the work to be done by Village employees and report the cost thereof to the Village Clerk-Treasurer who shall levy the cost on the tax roll as a special tax against the premises pursuant to Sec. 66.60 (16) Wis. Stats or such cost may be recovered in an action against the owner of occupant.

(2)
CONSTRUCTION AND REPAIR OF SIDEWALKS; COST OF CURB AND GUTTER.
(a) Board May Order.  The Village Board may determine that sidewalks or curb and gutter may be constructed, laid, rebuilt or repaired along or upon any public street, right-of-way or highway within the Village.  The Village Board may determine or change the width or grade of any street or sidewalk.  It may also choose to waive this requirement if they determine it is in the best interest of the general public.

(b) Cost of Sidewalks.

(1) New Subdivision Sidewalks.  Sidewalks required in new subdivisions shall be constructed at the cost of the developer.

(2) Sidewalk Repair and Reconstruction. It shall be the duty of the abutting property owner to construct, repair, and maintain sidewalks along or upon any street, alley, or highway in the Village of Denmark as required by the Village Board.  The replacement cost shall be borne by the abutting property owner.

(3) The property owner may lay, remove, replace or repair any public sidewalk within the Village provided they obtain a permit from the Village to do the work.  The purpose of the permit is to allow the Village to review the work to be performed in order to determine that it meets all Village requirements as to grade, materials and width.

(b) Village to Repair
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(1) The Village Board of Trustee shall notify individual property owners whenever it deems necessary, to repair or replace identified defective/unsafe sidewalks.  Homeowners are allowed to make the corrections themselves or to arrange to have them made by a duly licenses sidewalk contractor of their choice.  All cost associated with the repairs shall be borne by the adjacent property owner.  All work shall comply with the Village’s sidewalk construction specification. The cost of land filling Removed concrete shall be at the expense of the property owner.

(2) Any work that the Village has determined as necessary and is not performed by the property owner shall be achieved by the Village through a contract with a sidewalk construction contractor and the cost of the improvements shall be assessed against the properties and appear on the subsequent tax roll.

(3)  SIDEWALK CONSTRUCTION SPECIFICATION.
(1)
Concrete
(a) Scope

Concrete shall consist of a mixture of cement, fine aggregate, coarse aggregate and water proportioned and mixed in accordance with the requirements hereinafter set forth.

(b) Materials

1. General

The materials furnished and used in this work shall conform to the requirements for the class of material named.

2. Portland Cement

Portland cement shall be Type I, Type II, or Type III Portland Cement conforming to the requirements of ASTM Designation C150 or Type IA, Type IIA or Type IIIA Air-Entraining Portland Cement conforming to the requirements of ASTM Designation C175. 

3. Water

Water shall be clean and free from injurious amounts of oil, acid, alkali, organic matter, and other deleterious substances.

4. Fine Aggregated

a. General
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Fine aggregate shall consist of combination of sand with fine gravel, crushed gravel, or crushed stone consisting of hard, strong, durable particles, and shall conform to ASTM Designation C33, and the requirements hereinafter set forth.

b. Deleterious Substances

The amount of deleterious substances shall not exceed the following percentages by weight: Material passing the No. 200 Sieve 3.5, Coal 1.0, Clay lumps and friable particles 1.0, Shale 1.0, Other deleterious substances such as alkali, chert, mica, coated grains, soft and flaky particles 1.0.

The sum of the percentage of coal, clay lumps, shale and other deleterious substances shall not exceed 3 percent by weight.

c. Gradation Requirements

Fine aggregate shall be well graded from coarse to fine, and shall conform to the following gradation requirements:

5. Coarse Aggregates

a. General

Coarse aggregate shall consist of clean, hard, durable gravel, crushed gravel, or crushed stone free from an excess of this or elongated pieces, frozen lumps, vegetation or deleterious substances, and coatings which would be considered as injurious.

b. Deleterious Substances

The amount of deleterious substances shall not exceed the following percentages: Coal 1.0, Clay lumps and friable particles 0.25, Shale 1.0, Soft fragments 5.0, Any combination of above including, any deleterious substance such as alkali, chert, etc. 5.0, Thin or elongated pieces 15.0, Material passing the 200 Sieve 1.0.

c. Gradation

Coarse aggregate shall be well graded from coarse to fine, and shall conform to the following gradation requirements:

d. Physical Properties




   The percentage of wear as determined by the Los Angeles Abrasion Test shall not exceed 50.




   When the aggregate is subjected to five cycles of sodium sulfate soundness test, the weight loss shall not exceed 12 percent.

(c) Composition of Concrete

1. Proportions for Concrete



The amount of cement, fine and coarse aggregates, and water incorporated into each batch shall be in accordance with the following proportions:

The quantities of aggregates set forth are for oven dry materials having a bulk specific gravity of 2.65.  For aggregates having a different specific gravity, the weights shall be adjusted in the ratio that the specific gravity of the material used bears to 2.65.

2. Control of Water



The quantity of water introduced into each batch shall include the free moisture in the aggregates, exclusive of the absorbed moisture determined as indicated in ASTM Designations C127 and C128.  The quantity of water shall be just that portion of the maximum which will produce a mixture of the consistency, plasticity, and workability meeting the requirements for the type of work being performed.  Excessive slump (greater than 5 inches) will not be accepted. 

3. Air-Entrainment



Air-entrained concrete shall be made with air-entraining Portland cement or with non air-entraining Portland cement and an admixture.  Air-entrained concrete 
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shall have an air content of not less than 4.5 percent nor more than 7.5 percent by volume.

(d) Mixing


All concrete shall be Ready-Mixed Concrete and shall conform to the requirements of ASTM Designation C94.


Concrete shall be delivered at a rate that will assure reasonably continuous progress in the placing and finishing operations.

(e) Consistency


The consistency of the concrete shall be uniform as such that the cement and other ingredients are uniformly distributed throughout and such that the mortar will cling to the coarse aggregate.  The concrete shall not be sufficiently wet to flow and segregate, nor of a mealy, dry consistency. 


The quantity of water to be used shall be the minimum amount consistent with the desired workability.

(f) Retempering


Concrete that has been rejected shall not be retempered or adjusted by the addition of water or other ingredients.

1. Preparation of Foundation



The foundation shall be formed by trenching or filling with granular backfill to the required elevation of the bottom of the concrete.  The foundation shall be thoroughly tamped or otherwise compacted to ensure stability.

2. Forms



Forms shall be of wood or metal, and shall be straight and of sufficient strength to resist springing, tipping, or other displacement during the process of depositing and consolidation of the concrete.  If of wood, forms shall be of sound lumber, and except for forming curves of less than 100-foot radius, shall be of not less that 2-inch nominal stock.  The forms shall be of the full depth of the sidewalk and shall be cleaned and oiled before the concrete is placed against them.

3. Placing and Finishing Concrete 



The concrete shall be placed on a moist foundation, deposited to the required depth, and consolidated and spaded sufficiently to bring the mortar to the surface, after which it shall be struck off and floated with a wooden float.  Before the mortar has set, the surface shall be steel troweled and brushed.


The edges of sidewalks and edges adjacent to expansion joints or construction joints formed by parting strips shall be finished with an edging tool having a radius of ¼ inch.

4. Joints



Transverse joints shall be constructed at right angles to the centerline of the sidewalk and shall be spaced at 5-foot intervals.
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One-half inch expansion joint filler shall be installed to the full depth of the concrete at the street lines and at uniform intervals of not less than 90 feet, between the sidewalk and back of the abutting parallel curb or curb and gutter, and between the sidewalk and alley or driveway pavements.



One-fourth inch expansion joint filler shall be installed to the full depth of the concrete between the sidewalk and hydrants, poles and similar structures located in the area to be paved.



The top of the expansion joint filler shall be slightly below the finished surface of the sidewalk.



Contraction joints shall consist of a slot or groove, at least 1-inch in depth and ¼-inch in width, formed by inserting a metal parting strip in the concrete after it has been struck off and consolidated and while the concrete is still plastic.  The parting strip shall be removed and the joint edge-finished as soon as the concrete will retain its shape.

5. Back filling



The spaces along the sides of sidewalk shall be backfilled with satisfactory soil and thoroughly compacted.  At least 6 inches of topsoil shall be placed, find graded, seeded and mulched.

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8.03
STREET EXCAVATIONS.  (1) PERMIT REQUIRED.  No person shall excavate in any street, alley or public ground without a permit therefore from the Street Superintendent.


(2)
PROTECTION OF THE PUBLIC.  No permit shall be issued unless the method of construction and location of the work to be performed shall be such that the public safety and convenience will not be impaired.  The person seeking the permit shall erect such barriers, warning lights and signs as to adequately inform the traveling public of the nature and location of the work being performed.


(3)
REPAIR OF STREET OPENING.  The person to whom a permit is issued under this section shall complete the work involved as soon as possible and shall immediately repair all pavements, gutters and sidewalks in as good condition as before the opening and as may be directed by the Street Superintendent.


8.04
OBSTRUCTIONS AND ENCROACHMENTS.  (1) OBSTRUCTIONS AND ENCROACHMENTS PROHIBITED.  No person shall encroach upon or in any way obstruct or encumber any street, alley sidewalk, public grounds or land dedicated to public use, or any part thereof, or permit such encroachment or encumbrance to be placed or remain on any public way adjoining the remises of which he is the owner or occupant, except as provided in sub. (2).


(2)
EXCEPTIONS.  The prohibition of sub. (1) shall not apply to the following:


(a)
Signs or clocks attached to buildings which project not more than 6 feet from the face of such building and which do not extend below any point 10 feet above the sidewalk, street or alley.


(b)
Awnings which do not extend below any point 7 feet above the sidewalk, street or alley.


(c)
Public utility encroachments authorized by the Village.


(d)
Goods, wares, merchandise or fixtures being loaded or unloaded which do not extend more than 3 feet on a sidewalk, provided such goods, wares, etc., do not remain thereon for more than 3 hours.


(e)
Building materials when placed upon the street, alley or sidewalk upon conditions prescribed by the Street Superintendent.  He may require such materials to be protected by barricades or appropriated lights.


8.05
SNOW AND ICE REMOVAL.  (1)  SIDEWALKS TO BE KEPT CLEAR.  The owner or occupant of any lot or parcel shall promptly each day remove all 
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snow and ice which may have fallen or accumulated upon the sidewalk in front of such lot or parcel; provided, when ice has so formed that it cannot be removed, the owner or occupant shall keep the same sprinkled with a material which will prevent the sidewalk from being dangerous to pedestrians.  If the owner or occupant fails to comply with this subsection, the Street Superintendent shall cause the snow or ice to be removed or sprinkled as required in this section and the cost thereof assessed against the property as a special tax.  

(a) Exception:  By declaration of snow emergency by Village Board.


(2)
SNOW NOT TO BE DEPOSITED IN STREETS.  No person shall cause to be deposited snow from his premises or the sidewalk abutting thereon onto any street, intersection in the Village with out a permit from the Street Superintendent, who may require paying a fee sufficient to reimburse the Village form the cost of removal of such snow.


8.06
HOUSE NUMBERING PLAN.  (1)  There is hereby established a uniform system of numbering houses and buildings fronting on all streets, avenues and public ways in the Village of Denmark and all houses and buildings shall be numbered in accordance with the provisions of this section.


(2)
The DePere Road and Main Street shall constitute the base line for all streets running north and south and the right of-way of the Chicago and Northwestern Railroad shall constitute the base line for numbering all streets running east and west.


(3)
The numbering for each street shall begin at the base line.  The numbers in the first block shall be from 10 to 99, the second block, 100-199, the third block, 200-299, etc.  There shall be assigned 100 numbers to each block, square or space that would be one block or square if streets each way were so extended so as to intersect each other, 

and one number shall be assigned to each 25 feet of frontage.  In blocks or equivalent space longer than 1250 feet which is not intersected by a street, the total length of space divided by 50 shall be used to determine the feet of frontage to be assigned each number.


(4)
All lots and houses on the south and west side of all streets shall be numbered with odd numbers and all lots and houses on the north and east side of all streets shall be numbered with even numbers, each commencing with the hundred assigned to that block and shall increase from the base line one number for each 25 feet of frontage or fraction thereof, except as provided in (3).  Where any building has more than one door serving separate occupants, a separate number shall be assigned to each door serving a separate occupant, providing the building is 25 feet or more in width.  If the building is not 25 feet or more in width, and the entrances are not that far apart, the next consecutive number shall be marked fractional.  Buildings fronting on 2 or more 
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streets shall have the number fronting on the main entrance unless other entrances serve occupants.


(5)
All streets not extending through to the base line shall be assigned the same relative numbers as if the said street had extended to the said base line.


(6)  (a)
The Village Board has caused a survey to be made and there is hereby assigned to each house and building located on any street, alley, highway or avenue in the Village its respective number under the uniform system provided for under this section.


(b)
Such number or numbers shall be placed within 30 days after the assigning of the proper number.  The cost of such number or numbers shall be paid for by the property owner and said numbers and holders can be obtained from the Village Clerk.


(c)
The numbers shall be conspicuously placed immediately above, on or at the side of the proper door of each building so that the number can be seen plainly from the street.  Whenever any building is situated more than 50 feet from the street line, the number of such building shall be conspicuously displayed on an appropriate place so as to be easily discernible from the sidewalk.


(7)
Where only one number can be assigned to any house or building, the owner, occupant or agent of such house or building, who shall desire distinctive numbers for the upper and lower portion of any such house or building, or for any part of such house or building, fronting on any street, such owner, occupant or agent shall use the suffix “A”, “B”, “C”, etc., as may be required.


(8)
For the purpose of facilitating a correct numbering, a plat book of alls streets, avenues and public highways within the Village showing the proper numbers of all lots or houses fronting upon all streets, avenues or highways shall be kept on file in the office of the Village Clerk.  These plats shall be open to inspection of all persons during the office hours of the Clerk.


(9)
The Village Clerk shall inform any party applying therefore, of the number or numbers belonging or embraced with the limits of said lot or property as provided in this section.  In case of doubt as to the proper number to be assigned to any lot of building, the Clerk shall determine the number of such lot or building.


(10)
Whenever any house, building or structure shall be erected or located in the Village after the entire work of establishing a uniform system of house numbering has been completed, in order to preserve the continuity and uniformity of numbers of the houses, buildings and structures, the owner shall procure the correct number or number from the Village Clerk for the said property and immediately fasten the said numbers or number so assigned upon said building as provided by this section.  No building permit 

STREETS AND SIDEWALKS 8.07

shall be issued for any house, building or structure until the owner has procured from the Clerk the official number of the premises.


(12)
If the owner or occupant of any building required to be numbered by this section shall neglect for the period of 30 days duly to attach and maintain the proper number on such building, the Street Superintendent shall serve upon him notice requiring such owner or occupant properly to number the same, and if he neglects to do so for 10 days after the service of such notice, he shall be deemed to have violated this section.


8.07
OFFICIAL STREET MAP.  (1)  ESTABLISHED.  (a)  To conserve and promote the public health, safety, convenience and general welfare, there is established an official map for the Village, such map being incorporated herein and made part hereof as though fully set forth.

(b) The map shall be known as the “Official Street Map of Denmark.”

(c) The official street map shall be final and conclusive with respect to location and width of streets, highways and parkways and the location and extent of parks and playgrounds shown thereon.

(d) A visual depiction of the official street map shall be kept in the offices of the Village Clerk.  No copy of such map purporting to be an official street map shall be so construed, unless the following certification appears on the face thereof, and all such maps bearing such certification shall be deemed official:

It is hereby certified that this map is a true and correct portrayal of the location and width of all streets, highways and parkways and the extent of parks and playground shown thereon as of _____________.

(e) The Village Clerk shall file with the Register of Deeds for Brown County a certificate showing that the Village has established such official map.


(2)  AMENDMENTS TO OFFICIAL STREET MAP.  (a) Board May Amend.   The Board may change or add to the officials street map so as to establish the exterior lines of planned new streets, highways, parkways, parks or playgrounds.

(b) Procedure.  The applicable State law shall be followed for each such change.  See Section 62.23(6) Wis. Stats.
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(c) Amendments.  Amendments are on file in the office of the Village Clerk.


(3) STREETS ON MAP NOT DEEMED OPEN.  The placing of any street, highway, parkway, park or playground line of lines upon the official street map shall not constitute the opening or establishment of any street, highway, parkway, park or playground or the taking or acceptance of any land for such purpose.  Further and additional acts of the Village Board are required.

PENALTY.  Any person who shall violate any provision of this Chapter or any order, rule or regulation made hereunder shall be subject to a penalty as provided in sec. 25.04 of this Municipal Code.
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
