Denmark Village Board meeting minutes for the 
Special Village Board meeting of August 15, 2011

1. Village President Roger Stein called the Village Board meeting to order at 5:30 p.m. Present:  President Stein. Trustees: Dan Dvorak (via telephone conference call), Helen Mleziva, Shawn Brady, Steve Giese, Brandon Wotachek, and Laurel Towns. Village staff: Attorney Dennis Duffy, Engineer Craig Schuh, Administrator Ellis, and Clerk/Treasurer Stipe. Other citizens and consultants were also present.

2. The Village Board reviewed provisions of Daybreak Estates Second Addition Development agreement pertaining to road construction and the developer’s contributions for amounts above $378,000.00 and for any potential change orders. Attorney Duffy indicated that the developer would place sufficient funds into escrow within the next 10 working days.

3. The Board reviewed the bids received on August 9th for the construction of Sewer, water and roadway construction within Daybreak Estates second addition-Phase 1 and discussed the construction completion date and the need to obtain any change orders immediately and not wait on the submission of any changes required to the Village. Motion by Trustee Steve Giese, seconded by Trustee Shawn Brady to approve the bid received from Kruczek in the amount of $469,000.00, subject to the obligation for the completion of funds within the 10 working day timeline by the developer (Radue). Ayes: Dvorak, Mleziva, Stein, Towns, Giese, Brady. Nay: Wotachek
4. The Board reviewed the Resolution by Village President Roger Stein concerning elimination of sidewalk on north side of CTH KB to allow seven foot parking lane on south side in front of Hometown Hair Center and Images of Hair Design. A motion was made by Trustee Brandon Wotachek, seconded by Trustee Shawn Brady to approve the resolution as presented and to forward the resolution to Senator Lasee and State Representative Andre Jacque with a request to see what can be done at this point without jeopardizing the “let date” for the project. All ayes. Motion was adopted unanimously.

5. The Board discussed the resolution to amend the Municipal Code to allow chickens within Village limits provided a permit was approved by the Village, 50% of the adjacent neighbors approved of the issuance of the permit, and a variety of other requirements be met. Motion by Trustee Giese to recommend a one-year trial period for the suggested urban chicken regulations. Trustee Towns seconded the motion. Ayes: Giese and Towns. Nays: Mleziva, Brady, Stein, Dvorak, Wotachek. Motion failed on a vote of 5 to 2.

6. Motion by Trustee Brandon Wotachek to adjourn. Second by Trustee Helen Mleziva. All ayes. The meeting adjourned at 6:15 p.m.
