Minutes of meeting of June 6, 2011  
7:00 P.M.

1. The Regular Board meeting was called to order at 7:05 pm. by Village President Roger Stein. Roll call of Trustees: Present: Roger Stein-President, Trustees: Dan Dvorak, Steve Giese, Shawn Brady, Brandon Wotachek, and Helen Mleziva

Announcement of closed session:
President Stein announced the Village Board would be moving into closed session later in the meeting pursuant to Section 19.85 (1) (e) of the Wis Stats. to discuss the purchase of public properties with respect to Green Bay Road/DePere Rd and discuss an economic development project/grant.

Agenda Items:

2. Minutes of Previous meetings
Motion by Trustee Wotachek, second by Trustee Mleziva to approve the minutes of May 2,  2011 with the corrections suggested on page 2 in reference to procedures (delete the working: Procedurally, the appointments are subject to approval and amendments for changes) and to approve the minutes of May 23, 2011. Motion passed on vote of 6 to 0.

3. Legislative Update
Wisconsin State Representative Andre Jacques appeared to provide an update on activities occurring in Madison at the State Capital.

4. Highridge Ball Diamond
The Village President was informally requested by the baseball league, permission to install wind/sun slats at the Highridge ball diamond. Motion by Trustee Dvorak, second by Trustee Giese to table the request until the Village receives the request in writing. Ayes: Giese, Dvorak, Mleziva, Brady. Nay: Wotachek

5. Comments from citizens: 
      Pre-registered: None
Walk-ins: Lawrence Lacenski asked why the Main/Wisconsin Ave. road needed to be                              torn-up. Wotachek said the utility work was done 2 years ago and then the project funding was delayed for a year. Then the road was temporarily resurfaced and therefore yet to be completed. The current schedule is for the work to begin in 2012. Art Rademan requested that the pot holes in front of the Post Office be repaired immediately.

6. Discussion/approval of appointment of person to vacant Trustee position
A one year vacancy for a Village Trustee was created as the result of Trustee Stein being elected Village President in the spring election. The vacancy was advertised in the Denmark News newspaper and four individuals submitted a letter of interest for the one-year term trustee position. The candidates for appointment included: Laurel Towns, James Bomski, Gerald Steinberger and Thomas Micolichek.
At the May 2, 2011 there was a tie vote for candidates for the position due to the absence of a Trustee and a decision by another Trustee to abstain. Therefore the appointment process was table or postponed to this meeting.

Motion by Trustee Shawn Brady, second by Trustee Steve Giese to appoint Laurel Towns to the current one- year term.  Ayes:  Giese, Brady, Dvorak  Nays:  Mleziva, Stein  Abstain:  Trustee Wotachek .   

7. Trustee Committee Assignments
Village President Stein announced his recommendations for Standing Committees , Citizen Committees  and Village Commissions and Boards for 2011-12.

Trustee Geise  made a motion to approve the appointments to the Standing Committees and Citizens Committees as presented by President Stein with an amendment to the Finance Committee Chair appointment out of budget concerns and being uncomfortable with the appointment of the Chair.  Giese felt the person had too much invested in the accounting system that’s now different then the way it was done in the past. He felt the Trustee could serve on the committee but not as the chair. President Stein indicated that the Chair of a committee may run a committee meeting but had no more authority then the other two committee members so that it probably doesn’t make that much of a difference as to who the committee chair might be. Stein said he had appointed Mleziva because he felt she knows the numbers. Wotachek indicated that a few Trustees were concerned about someone going rogue on a committee. Mleziva stated she was appalled by the Board comments. Mary Lax expressed concerns about the Trustees comments and asked “what are you afraid of ?”   Bea Peterson commented that she felt Helen was very capable of being Chair of the Finance Committee.  She  asked if there were any problems in the recent past. Trustee Giese responded that, “it hasn’t been very civil at some previous meetings”. There was no second for the motion. Attorney Duffy felt there was an obvious potential conflict of having newly appointed Trustee Laurel Towns on the Law Enforcement Committee. Motion by Wotachek, second by Stein to approve the recommendations with a change between newly appointed Trustee Towns (law enforcement) and  one of Trustee Dvorak ‘s committee assignment(Public Works). This motion included the approval of the original suggested appointments to the Finance Committee: Ayes: Dvorak, Stein,  Wotachek  Nays: Mleziva, Brady, Geise. Motion by Giese, second by Dvorak to table the committee appointments. Ayes: Geise, Mleziva, Dvorak. Nays: Brady, Wotachek. 

8. Discuss/approval of resolution authorizing the issuance and sale of up to $1,350,829 taxable sewerage system revenue bonds, series 2011, and providing for other details and covenants with respect thereto and approval of related $1,816,350. Financial assistance agreement
The resolution was reviewed by the Village Board along with the principal repayment schedule with principal payments beginning on May1, 2012 in the amount of $50,992.04 with additional annual payments increasing up to $87,133.73 by May 1, 2031 when the final payment would be made. The sale of the Bonds to the State of Wisconsin Clean Water Fund program will be for the purchase price of up to $1,350,829.

Trustee Dvorak made a motion to approve the resolution authorizing the issuance and sale of up to $1,350,829 Taxable sewerage system revenue bonds series 2011, and providing for other details and covenants with respect thereto. Second by Trustee Wotachek. All ayes. Motion passed.

9. Discuss/approval of proposal for Technical Assistance for revising WWTP pricing for manufacturing & septic hauler services
Phil Mentink with AECOM appeared to discuss the proposal to assist with updating the WWTP fees and cost based on flows and loadings. He also discussed the need to install an accessible sampling station at Salms. With the current concerns about the fiscal health of Village utilities the utilities staff suggested that fees related to the treatment of waste at the wastewater treatment plant and hauled in waste are reviewed. Technical assistance would be necessary to aid in the revisions to the municipal code due to the complex nature of the price structuring and fees assessed against local businesses. A proposal to perform the various tasks outlined in the proposal from AECOM would not exceed $25,000.  The study would be completed before the end of this year.

Trustee Dvorak made a motion to approve the contract with AECOM as presented. Trustee Wotachek seconded the motion. All ayes. Motion passed unanimously.

10. Discuss/approval of proposal for: a. Facilities study and b. Main Street revitalization study
At a previous Village Board meeting a property owner publicly indicated an interest in a property swap for his property and village hall and/or the municipal garage. If the Village Board were to seriously consider this proposal, there would be a need for alternative housing for these two Village operations. Prior to this transaction being pursued there probably should be a facilities study to determine the needs of these activities. Trevor Frank and Andrew Dane of Short Elliott Hendrickson Inc. were present to discuss a facilities needs assessment study.  The scope of services would include site inventories, development of facility recommendations, design alternatives, site analysis, etc. The fees for the study would not exceed $10,000.

In addition to the facilities study; the Village has been engaged in the County highway KB (Main, DePere, Wisconsin Ave.) road reconstruction project which is still in the design phase. While the road project moves slowly forward toward completion, there will be an opportunity to address other community priorities like fixing up the downtown area buildings and consideration of other amenities that could promote the overall improvement of this area. The scope of services would include a redevelopment report, the submission of a CDBG planning grant application and cost estimates. Cost estimates were based on the accomplishment of four identified task. The total proposal would not exceed $39,000.00

Trustee Dvorak made a motion to table the two proposals until we know where we are going. Second by Brady. All ayes. Motion carried.

11. Discuss/approval of Compliance Maintenance Resolution (CMAR) for the Denmark wastewater treatment/collection system
Trustees reviewed the annual report and noted that there had been permit violations in August and that a meeting was held with Land O Lakes to determine the cause and preventative steps so this would not occur again. It was noted that infiltration was significant this last year. Also on July 23, 2010 the wet well bypass occurred due to a rain event (also on August 11th and 20th). It was mentioned that in response to infiltration/inflow in our collection system that we had scheduled manhole rehabilitation including grout and seal work, replacement of pick hole-manhole lids with sealed lids, television and internal chimney seal installations. The overall grading of the treatment facility within this report produced a  GPA of 3.58

Trustee Giese  made a motion to accept the CMAR as presented. Trustee Dvorak seconded the motion. All ayes. Motion carried.

12. Discuss/approval of policy on employee use of seat belts while using Village vehicles
Administrator Ellis presented a draft of the wording to be included in the employee’s handbook pertaining to the use of seat belts:

“Seat belts are to be worn during all vehicle and equipment operations in accordance with State law. After frequent vehicle stops (more than ten stops per mile) and exiting a vehicle to collect refuse or brush or other similar work is being done, then seatbelt use may be deferred during the period of frequent stops.”

Trustee Dvorak made a motion to approve the proposed language pertaining to the use of seat belts by employees. Second by Trustee Brady  All ayes. Motion carried.





13. Treasurer’s Report
Clerk-Treasurer Stipe provided handouts of revenue/expenditure reports comparing 2011 adopted line item budget accounts against actual to date revenue and expenditure amounts. Copies of charge card statements for the last month were previously mailed to Trustees for their early review

14. Report on staff over-time monitoring/control
A total of 19.5 hours of over-time was logged by staff between April 23 to May 6  for a total payment of wages and call-in time of $612.14. A total of 16.5 hrs of over-time was logged by staff between May 7 and May 20th for a total payment of $432.12 in over-time.

16. Committee Reports
Wastewater reported that the control panel in the lift station which runs the raw sewage pumps is showing problems in that they are not functioning as they should and staff doesn’t know how long they will last. They are contacting firms to see if they can replace the parts that aren’t operating the way they should. Currently the system can be operated manually/reset and operation for up to eight to ten hours. Staff offered their comments on the engineering proposal from AECOM on ordinance revisions. Public works reported problems with muskrats in the storm water pond at Daybreak. They will be trying to trap the rats with body trip traps or colony box traps. Once the muskrats are removed the holes need to be filled to prevent further erosion/leaks and then rock the areas. Wotachek publicly thanked the Lion’s Club for their bicycle donation to the Police Department.

17. Discussion and action on Disbursements for the month of May.
Trustee  Brady  made a Motion to approve the monthly disbursements for a total voucher amount of $191,197.66 for voucher numbers 36070 to 36156. Motion seconded by Trustee Wotachek.  The breakdown of the total was as follows: Village: $40,308.90; Road Construction/capital projects $2,858.65; Water $20,185.81; Sewer $120,315.86; Storm Sewer $3,550.01 and TIF $3,978.43.  All members in favor of Motion by voice vote. 

18. Discussion of Reports from Village Officials 
Clerk/Treasurer Stipe reminded those present that the Board of Review would be held tomorrow from 4 to 6 p.m. 
President Stein reported on a meeting held earlier with area Legislators in which they provided an update on State of Wisconsin budget proposals.
Administrator Ellis reported on recent enforcement efforts pertaining to the lack of property maintenance in a couple of locations in the Village.

Trustee Giese made a motion to not move forward with this transaction. Motion seconded by Trustee Dvorak. All ayes. Trustee Mleziva abstained.

22. Discuss/approval of contract for A & E services for Woodrow Business Park engineering/grant assistance 
Motion by Dvorak, second by Brady to authorize the assistance to be provided by Ayres Associates for the Woodrow business park activities for an amount not to exceed $12,000. All ayes. Motion carried.
