VILLAGE BOARD OF TRUSTEES
FEBRUARY 6, 2012 MEETING MINUTES
DRAFT – NOT APPROVED

President Roger Stein called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. in the Village Hall at 118 E. Main St., Denmark, WI.

Trustees present:  Helen Mleziva, Dan Dvorak, Shawn Brady, Laurel Towns, Brandon Wotachek and Steve Giese.

Officials/Staff present:  Administrator J. Everett Mitchell, Clerk-Treasurer MiLissa Stipe, Attorney Dennis Duffy and Engineer Craig Schuh.

Others present: Rita Berndt, Larry Lacenski, Greg Mleziva, Mary Lax, Kathy Stein, Mike Hermans, Gerald Steinberger, Art Rademann, Ron Towns, Milt Bielinski, Gordy and Bea Peterson, Matt Kapinos, Al Schilke, Kevin Wood, Mike Albers and Jim Bielinski.

JANUARY 3, 2012 BOARD MEETING MINUTES
Motion: (Giese/Mleziva) to approve with revisions to Section 10 of the Treasurer’s Report reflecting specifically payroll and various Trustee comments.  Voice vote (7-0), motion carried.

BOARD RECOGNITION OF VILLAGE EMPLOYEE
President Stein presented a plaque to Officer Scot Knutson in recognition of his advocacy and implementation of several programs benefitting the Village of Denmark.

CONTRACT RENEWAL FOR RITA BERNDT
Administrator Mitchell informed the Board that Ms. Berndt’s contract to provide various financial services (i.e. assist with preparation of quarterly/year-end payroll reports, reconciliation of bank statements/general ledger accounts, assistance with various software programs, etc.) would end February 15, 2012.  He recommended the renewal of this contract for the following reasons: increased accurateness, improved overall accounting system, addresses needs as posted by the auditors, reduction of errors/overtime, etc.) as being in the best interests of the Village.  
A general, in-depth discussion among the Board took place regarding said renewal both questioning the need for such services, annual costs to the Village, length of renewal as well as a number of other varied issues/topics.  Several motions were made which failed to either receive a second or to receive a majority vote.  Motion made (Towns/Giese) to retain Ms. Berndt’s services for the period February 15, 2012 to February 15, 2013 for an amount not to exceed $8,000.00.  Voice vote, motion was approved by a vote of 4 ayes (Towns, Giese, Brady, Wotachek) and 2 nays (Mleziva, Dvorak).

PLANNING COMMISSION RECOMMENDATION ON VD-181 AND VD-182
President Stein presented to the Board the recommendation of the Planning Commission (held January 23, 2012) to not approve the conditional use permit on VD-181 and VD-182 (as well as the associated parking area).  A discussion among the Board took place with varying viewpoints on the conditional use being presented.  Administrator Mitchell noted that if approved by the Board both the present Village ordinance and the Village’s Comprehensive Plan would need to be revised to accurately reflect this precedent.  Motion (Wotachek/Mleziva) to not accept recommendation of Planning Commission and to approve VD-181 and VD-182.  Voice vote, motion failed by a vote of 3 ayes (Stein, Mleziva, Wotachek) and 4 nays (Towns. Giese, Dvorak, Brady).
APPOINTMENTS TO BROWN COUNTY PLANNING COMMISSION BOARD OF DIRECTORS
President Stein briefly discussed Board consideration of appointing Reed A. Woodward, Village President of Pulaski to a term ending March 1, 2014 and the reappointment of Jack Lewis, Village of Wrightstown to a term ending March 1, 2015 to the Brown County Planning Commission Board of Directors.  Motion (Wotachek/Dvorak) to approve.  Voice vote (7-0), motion carried.

FLOURIDE ADDITION TO WATER SUPPLY
Administrator Mitchell referred to a letter received from Ms. Jamie Brantmeier that had been included in the Trustee’s meeting packets in which she advocated for the addition of fluoride into the Village’s water supply system as she had experienced dental issues with her children.  Additional information had been included in said packets including: proponents as well as opponents views on fluoride, basic information about  regulated drinking water contaminants and data from the Wisconsin Public Water Supply Fluoridation Census – 2011.  Further, estimated costs to implement such fluoridation in Denmark would cost approximately $200,000 initially which would not include the annual costs of the chemical itself.  Finally, the water supply in Denmark does currently contain 0.1 PPM of natural fluoride which is below the optimal, recommended fluoride content of 0.7 PPM.
The Trustees discussed both the pros and the cons of adding fluoride and, further, referenced the 2005 referendum where the adding of fluoride was defeated.  The Trustees recommended fluoride tablets prescribed by a dentist, working with their dentist on an individual basis or looking into other alternatives but would not, at this time, support any effort to add fluoride to the water supply system.

TREASURERS MONTHLY REPORT
Monthly account payables and revenue/expense were contained in Board meeting packets.

STAFF OVERTIME MONITORING
Overtime staff reports were presented to the Board.  There was a general discussion on the need to control the amount of overtime as evidenced in the reports and they seriously questioned the amount spent on snow removal during a relatively mild winter season.

OPERATOR/OTHER LICENSES
Motion (Wotachek/Dvorak) to approve bartendar licenses for Melissa Theys and Carrie Jaeger.  Voice vote (7-0), motion carried.

COMMITTEE REPORTS
Trustee Dvorak gave background on the WWTP RBC project and Well #2.
Trustee Brady presented the Police Department monthly report as well as updating the Board on both the Take Back the Night and 1033 programs.  A brief discussion followed regarding the recent squad car accident/damage and subsequent repair.
Trustee Giese informed the Board of an upcoming meeting on Well #3 and that Tonka would be in the Village to check pressure issues at Well #2.
Trustee Wotachek discussed Public Works efforts on signs, picnic tables and sidewalks.

MONTHLY DISBURSEMENTS
Motion (Mleziva/Dvorak) to approve.  Voice vote (7-0), motion carried.

COMMENTS FROM CITIZENS
Al Schilke presented information regarding the capacity of the two culverts in Daybreak Estates and he felt that the current culverts will not be able to handle any major amount of rain.  He felt that there needed to be additional culverts installed to insure the safety of his family.

Mike Hermans requested that the village keep businesses informed on the pending road construction and that active communication of the main street road construction is imperative.

Jim Bielinski and Bea Peterson stated that the village board was not assisting businesses in the village in regards to the Planning Commission recommendation that was presented.

REPORT OF VILLAGE OFFICIALS
Craig Schuh, Village Engineer, discussed the lift station/permit fee and stated it should come up for an April 2012 bid.  He also discussed the upcoming road improvement project, sewer service, underground utilities, etc.
Clerk-Treasurer Stipe briefly updated the Board on the TIF expenditure timeline request to the State Legislation.
Administrator Mitchell discussed several upcoming meetings.

MOTION TO MOVE INTO CLOSED SESSION
Motion (Brady/Wotachek) to go into Closed Session.  Roll call vote (7-0), motion carried.  The Board entered Closed Session under the exception listed in State Statute 19.85(1)(g) to confer with legal counsel who is rendering oral or written advice concerning strategy to be adopted by the Village Board with respect to litigation in which it is or is likely to become involved to-wit: Joelle Bomski vs. Village of Denmark, Brown County Case No. 11 SC 6037 and Claim of Schilke vs. Village of Denmark.

CLOSED SESSION

The Board returned to Open Session.

ANY ACTION ON MATTERS DISCUSSED IN CLOSED SESSION
Motion (Giese/Dvorak) to accept settlement agreement reached between Joelle Bomski and Continental Western Insurance Company in the amount of $3,000.00.  Voice vote (7-0), motion carried.

Motion (Wotachek/Brady) to adjourn.  Voice vote (7-0), motion carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 9:24 P.m.
